We hope to be able to take our
skills to Tesco, but if you happen to be in a shop, it would be
great if you could talk about prices and even try to spot some
deals with your child as you shop.

We have been looking at how each coin is worth different
amounts, so if you have the opportunity to pay with cash or
have some at home, use this to discuss the different values of
coins and notes.

Our Health and Wellbeing topic this term will focus on the safe
use of medicines and understanding our bodies. We will be
talking about our internal organs, what they do, and how they
help our body to function.

When administering medication, discuss the purpose of the
medicine and the role it plays in helping their body. As your
child grows and develops, it is important to support them to
understand their bodies and feel comfortable asking
questions. If you would like any support with this, don’t hesitate
to ask a member of the Maple Team.

As we approach puberty, the young people may begin to
experience different sensations—for example, they may have
cramps in their tummy or start to feel a bit sweaty. Providing
these as options when chatting with your child will help them to
understand and advocate for themselves.

Healthy Bodies



While chatting about amazing women and their adventures, we
have also been exploring different countries and continents around
the world. We found a great interactive game that shows videos of
some of the sights found in each continent.

Curious about Countries

This is a French website but translates
into English. It can be accessed either by
touch, switch or eyegaze. 

We have discussed some of the countries that have been visited by
everyone in the class and have enjoyed looking at where they are
in relation to Scotland.

Using AAC and a world map, talk with your child about a perfect
destination. Helpful pathways to use are 12 – Places, 21 – Animals,
and 17 – Transport. Let us know where you decide, and we can
research it in class.
